ÅNeed to examine the length of Khulani to ensure best land use 

ÅInfrastructure along Khulani not appropriate for IPTS- e.g. 
design of circles to accommodate different fleet types. 

ÅNeed to achieve Local Economic Developments along its length. 

ÅNeed to improve IGR relationships for Njoli square and the 
development of other nodes.
